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Accreditation Network

This network is aimed at workers whose responsibilities include promoting and supporting ways of accrediting and recording young people’s experience and learning through youth work. It was established as local authorities were required to meet Best Value Performance Indicators around accredited and recorded outcomes, and has been a really successful vehicle for embedding these practices in the region. 

The Regional Youth Work Unit is a Regional Operating Agency for Youth Achievement Awards, and organisations can join as ‘Participating Units’, reducing the costs of delivering Youth Achievement Awards. The Accreditation Network is scheduled to coincide with YAA internal moderation meetings, and we encourage YAA moderators to attend.

We meet every six months at Bishops Hull House in Taunton. Meetings take place 10.30 until 13.00, followed by the moderation of Youth Achievement Awards from 13.30 – 15.00. 

Proposed future priorities for the group are: disseminating national news on issues of interest; revalidating local awards; sharing practice; and seeking opportunities to develop the accreditation agenda in new contexts outside of youth work.
