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Sports Leaders UK ‘Step into Sport’ Grant (2010 /2011)
In 2010/2011 Step into Sport will fund a number of  organisations in England with £250 each in order to support them to deliver any Sports Leaders UK Sports Leadership Award to a targeted group of ‘hard to reach’ learners. This funding may also be used to enable a centre to be inclusive of a targeted group of 'hard to reach' learners within a mainstream group.
Criteria
· A ‘Step into Sport Grant 2010/2011’ application form must be submitted to Sports Leaders UK. Each application will be considered on individual merit. The application form can be completed by any member of staff within an organisation within England. Applicants from both educational organisations and community / youth organisations will be considered (The application form follows this sheet). Only one application is allowed per organisation.
· You must also complete and attach a relevant ‘course application form’ to this grant application which can be downloaded by visiting www.sportsleaders.org and clicking ‘Tutor Downloads’. Alternatively you can call Sports Leaders UK on 01908 689 180 to request a course application form. On the top of the course application you must write 'FAO: ERIN CLARKE - SIS Grant Application 2010/2011'.
· The funding for £250 will be on a ‘first come first served’ basis where the 200 successful applications that meet the criteria, will be funded.

· The funding must be for an organisation to deliver any Sports Leaders UK Leadership Award to a targeted group of ‘hard to reach people’ aged 14 -19 who would not normally have the opportunity to access a leadership award. The funding may also be used to support a centre to include a group of 'hard to reach' learners within a mainstream group. The following is an example of the types of 'hard to reach' groups but this list is by no means exclusive:
· A group of learners from a marginalised / deprived community.

· A group of learners with learning difficulties.

· A group of learners who do not normally have the opportunity to access a leadership course.

· A group of learners on alternative education due to behavioural issues

· A group of learners with truancy issues

· A single sex group of learners

· Learners with low self confidence
· A group of disadvantaged learners

· The learners can undertake any Sports Leaders UK Leadership Award including:

· The Young Leaders Award

· The Level 1 Award in Sports Leadership

· The Level 2 Award in Community Sports Leadership

· The Level 3 Award in Higher Sports Leadership

· The Level 2 in Basic Expedition Leadership
· The Dance Leaders Award

· The Day Certificate in Sports Leadership

· Women’s Get Set Go

· The Language Leaders Award

· The Maths Leader Award

· The Literacy Leader Award

· The funding can be used for anything that supports the delivery of a Sports Leaders UK Leadership course. It is expected that some of the funding will be to pay for log books/ resources etc. You will still be invoiced for all log books/resources as normal.
· Successful applicants will be asked to:
· Write a 200 word article / case study on the outcome of the leadership award which includes your organisations logo and a photo of the candidates. Sports Leaders UK will request permission to use this article for its website and promotional materials including the Leader Magazine. This article should also highlight the outputs (number of candidates at the start of the course and number of successful completions) and outcomes (impact of the course on the learners or local community) This article /case study should be sent to Sports Leaders UK within one month of the finish date of the course.
Failure to supply this information will result in Sports Leaders UK reclaiming the funding.
